General Power Tool Safety Warnings

Work area safety

m Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark
areas invite accidents.

= Do not operate power tools in explosive
atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable
liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks
which may ignite the dust or fumes.

m Keep children and bystanders away while
operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you
to lose control.

Electrical Safety

Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never
modify the plug in any way. Do not use any adapter
plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools.
Unmodified plugs and matching outlets will reduce
risk of electric shock.

Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded sur-
faces, such as pipes, radiators, ranges and
refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric
shock if your body is earthed or grounded.

Do not expose power tools to rain or wet conditions.
Water entering a power tool will increase the risk of
electric shock.

Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord for
carrying, pulling or unplugging the power tool.
Keep cord away from heat, oil, sharp edges or
moving parts. Damaged or entangled cords
increase the risk of electric shock..

When operating a power tool outdoors, use an
extension cord suitable for outdoor use.

If operating a power tool in a damp location is un-
avoidable, use a residual current device (RCD)
protected supply.

Grass Trimmer Safety Warnings

m Do not use the machine in bad weather conditions,
especially when there is a risk of lightning.

Always keep proper footing and operate the machine

only when standing on the ground. Slippery or unst-

able surfaces may cause a loss of balance or control
of the machine.

= Do not operate the machine on excessively steep
slopes. This reduces the risk of loss of control, sli-
pping and falling which may result in personal injury.

= When working on slopes, always be sure of your
footing, always work across the face of slopes,
never up or down and exercise extreme caution
when changing direction. This reduces the risk
of loss of control, slipping and falling which may
result in personal injury.

u Keep all parts of the body away from the cutter,
line or blade when the machine is operating. Before
you start the machine, make sure the cutter, line or
blade is not contacting anything.

m Use extreme caution when cutting brush and saplings.
The slender material may catch the blade and be
whipped toward you or pull you off balance.

® Maintain control of the machine and do not touch
cutters, lines or blades and other hazardous moving
parts while they are still in motion. This reduces the
risk of injury from moving parts.

m Carry the machine with the machine switched off and
away from your body. Proper handling of the machine
will reduce the likelihood of accidental contact with a
moving cutter, line or blade.

® When clearing jammed material or servicing the ma-
chine, make sure the switch is off and the battery pack
is removed.

Unfolding The Shaft
Y WARNING

In order to avoid pinching your hands or fingers,
do not hold the shaft at the joint. Remove the
battery pack. Do not attempt to start the trimmer
until the shaft has been locked.

A. Put your trimmer on the ground or the floor and
make sure that the cable is inside the shaft, so that
it will not be pinched when closing the hinge. Carefully
unfold the shaft until the two holes in the hinge are
accurately aligned.

B. Tighten the tool-less bolt to lock the shaft in place .

Mounting The Guard
Y wWARNING

Always wear gloves when mounting or replacing
the guard.Be careful of the blade on the guard and
protect your hands from being injured by the blade.
Remove the battery pack.

A. Lay the trimmer on the ground or the floor with
the trimmer head facing upward.

B. Align the two screws, which are preassembled
on the guard, with the two screw holes in the shaft
and then tighten them with the supplied star key.

Battery-mounting Slot

To install battery pack

A. Align the ribs of the battery pack with the battery-
mounting slots in the string trimmer.

B. Slide the battery pack in until it snaps into position.

To remove battery pack
Y WARNING

Always be aware of the location of your feet and
children or pets around you when pressing the
battery release button. NEVER remove the battery
pack at a high position. Serious injury could result
if the battery pack falls.

Press To Release

A. Hold the battery pack in the palm of your hand.

B. Press the battery-release button with your thumb;
the battery pack will disengage from the latch.

C.Grasp the battery pack and remove it from the
string trimmer.

Starting The String Trimmer

A. Move the lock-off switch forward(1) and then press
the variable speed trigger(2). The string trimmer will
start.

B. The rotational speed of the trimmer head is contr-
olled with the variable speed trigger. More pressure
on the trigger results in higher speed;less pressure
on the trigger results in lower speed. Adjust the
speed to suit the task by hand.

NOTICE: The motor starts only when the lock-off
switch is moved forward and the variable speed
trigger is depressed at the same time.

Stopping the string trimmer

Move the string trimmer away from the cutting area
and release the variable speed trigger to stop the tool.

Y WARNING

Always remove the battery pack from the string
trimmer during work breaks and after finishing work.

Speed Adjustment Function

The string trimmer has three speed settings, ECO/
HIGH/ TURBO mode.Press the speed switch to change
cutting speed between the ECO, HIGH and TURBO.
The speed indicator will display the active speed status.

Adjust The Length Of The
Cutting Line

While you operate the machine, the cutting line gets
worn shorter. You can adjust the length of the cutting
line.

1. While the trimmer is running, bump the trimmer
head against the ground.
